⎼ Restrooms (or porta potties) accessible throughout park

⎼ Drinking Fountains near active areas

⎼ Paved and Soft Surface Walking Trails

Program Elements Not Included:
⎼ Unleashed Dog park - site suitability

⎼ Disc Golf - trade off for other program variety; could be added later or 
elsewhere

⎼ Pump track - spatial site constraint, cost, new facility coming

⎼ Downhill Singletrack - evaluating new facility & maintenance needs
